‘Need to make BOT highway model more developer-friendly’

The build-operate-transfer
(BOT) model should constitute
at least 30% of the overall road

NHAI is essentially awarding
projects through the engi-
neering, procurement and
construction (EPC) mode.

NHALI is currently imple-
menting the Bharatmala
pariyojona which is a govern-
ment-approved programme.
